PUBLIC SCHOOLS
Tuition-free, funded by the state, part of the Anchorage School District (ASD). Offer 
standardized curriculum with diverse programs. Open to all students in designated 
zones (waivers possible for out-of-zone attendance).
Benefits: Free Education, Broad Scope of Options, Neighborhood Proximity, 
Transportation Provided, Diverse Student Body, Special Education Services.

PRIVATE SCHOOLS
Independently funded, often with religious or specialized focus. Charge tuition, 
offer smaller class sizes, and emphasize unique educational philosophies.
Benefits: Values Alignment, Independently Governed, Specialized Focus, Higher 
Academic Rigor, Smaller Class Sizes, Unique Extracurricular Opportunities.

CHARTER SCHOOLS
Publicly funded but operate independently under a contract with ASD. Focus on 
innovative teaching methods or specialized curricula, governed by an Academic 
Policy Committee (APC).
Benefits: Free Education, Innovative Teaching Methods, Independently Governed, 
Focused Learning Environments, Parental Involvement.

CORRESPONDENCE SCHOOLS
State-funded programs offering flexible learning options, including 
homeschooling, cohort-based learning, or classes with individual vendors. Provide 
allotments for educational expenses and support from certified teachers.
Benefits: Free with Allotment Support, Individualized Learning, Freedom of Choice, 
Flexible Scheduling, Support from Certified Teachers

Assess Financial Implications: Check tuition or allotments and explore financial aid, 
scholarships, or reimbursement options.

Visit Schools: Schedule tours or attend open houses to see facilities.

Check Enrollment Deadlines: Note ASD registration, charter lotteries, or private 
school application deadlines.

Apply for Waivers or Lotteries: Submit requests for out-of-zone public school 
attendance or charter school enrollment if there’s a waitlist. ASD lottery 
(https://www.asdk12.org/lottery) closes July 20th.

Make Your Decision: Choose the best fit by July 2025 for the upcoming school year 
starting August 2025.
